Remember - the community spoke out loud and clear in 2002 when a similar project for the same site was proposed by the same parties. The community said "NO THANKS -
KEEP THE MEADOW!" The project was killed in 2002 and we all thought it was dead until it was resurrected in the dead of night. Protect Our Parks was organized to stop the 
project - and so far we have succeeded in stopping the privatization aspect - but the construction goes on. It's the wrong use for that space. 

We call on the Chicago Park District to restore the meadow to grass. Use the funds you were going to spend on further construction to expand our parks and create new sports 
fields in other locales, not rip up precious lake front.
